This office represents Central Oregon Intergovernmental Council (COIC). As you know,
it has accepted the responsibility from the City of Bend for the Bend Area Transit (BAT), within
the City. This system provides urban fixed route and dial-a-ride services. At present, Paratransit
Services provides the personnel to operate the BAT system under a contract assigned to COIC.
That contract expires on January 31, 2012 and it will not be renewed.

It is the intent of COIC to offer employment to all drivers, customer service and dispatch
employees of Paratransit Services within the BAT bargaining unit (defined as operators/drivers,
including fixed route rivers, dispatchers/call takers, and customer service representatives
employed out of its Bend, Oregon facility). Given those circumstances, if the result of these
offers is that the majority in the historic BAT bargaining unit were current employees of
Paratransit, we will recognize and bargain with the Union for that Bend unit. In making our
offer of employment, it will be identical to the current terms and conditions contained in your
Collective Bargaining Agreement with Paratransit, except for health and pension. As you know
we cannot continue those programs because they are private plans. One other matter -- it is the
intent to consolidate all dispatch and customer services personnel at the Redmond location. I
look forward to hearing from you.

Dear Ms. Tank:

Thank you for your letter received in this office on December 1,
2011, in which you informed us that your client, COIC, will
become the employer, and will be taking over operation of the
Bend Area Transit (BAT) system effective February 1, 2012.

Your clients intent to hire all current BAT employees who are
members of the bargaining unit represented by Amalgamated
Transit Union (ATU) local 757, and to honor the current,
unexpired collective bargaining agreement with exceptions noted,
appears to be in compliance with the labor requirements of the
Federal Public Transportation Act, 49 U.S.C. Section 5333(b),
formerly referred to as Section 13(c).



As you are undoubtedly aware, ATU 757 is a party to the U.S.
Department of Labor (DOL) Capital Assistance Protective
Arrangement along with the City of Bend. We would need to
know if the City of Bend will continue as the grant recipient of
federal funds related to the BAT system, or whether the COIC will
now become the grant recipient and signatory to that agreement.

In addition, I wanted to clarify that the current BAT bargaining
unit is defined as all full-time, part-time and occasional
operators/drivers, including fixed route drivers, dispatchers/call
takers, customer service representatives and vehicle washer.

I have assigned Ron Heintzman of my office to be the contact
person for the BAT bargaining unit transition, and responsible to
negotiate any issues related thereto as necessary. He may be
contacted directly at 503.278.9596 or by email at
ronheintzman@earthlink.net.
